Q- The Pastor’s Two Cents

This Sunday is Gaudete Sunday. On this third
Sunday of Advent we are called to rejoice as we patiently
await the celebration of the Jesus’ birth and His return in
Glory at the end of time. Our patient waiting is not meant to
be passive but active waiting. However, our active waiting
should reflect our patient, confident hope in the fulfillment
of Christ’s promise of eternal salvation, eternal life.

Patience is not a virtue which is very prominent in our
culture. We want everything “yesterday.” Of course we also
“want it our way.” Is it Spring yet?! Not only does our culture
and human nature not promote patience but it also can move
us to complain as we must wait for things. Such is not the patient waiting that, as Christian
believers, we are called to. In our second reading today, St. James reminds us how we should wait. I
remember once reading a reflection on this which I share. I do not remember the name of the person
who shared it but it was excellent advice.

We've been patiently waiting for almost two thousand years. Of course every
now and then people find a way to profit from predictions of gloom and doom
but then the point of patience is left behind. There is nothing you can do to hasten
the day, or delay it for that matter, but you can make the wait weary for yourself
and others by grumbling, judging, or connecting coincidences and claiming to
know the time and place the Lord himself said is none of your business. No. We
are called to wait as those who James calls “Beloved” three times in four verses
which means we wait with a lover’s longing. And not only for ourselves but for
the sake of those the Lord loves, which I'm guessing includes those we don't. After
all, the Judge who stands at the door is the same One who spoke “Father, forgive
them” upon those whose fear and envy and self righteousness nailed him to the
mercy seat in the first place. That’s a judge worth the wait. Amen. Come, Lord
Jesus.

As we light the pink candle on our Advent Wreath may God bless us with hearts that are patient
and rejoicing as we wait for the Lord, as did our ancestors in the faith; the prophets of old, John the
Baptist, Mary and Joseph, and all those who have gone before us in faith.

Don’t forget, “The Lord is with you!

The Third Week of Advent: Gaudete Week

Our week begins with “Gaudete Sunday.” Gaudete means “rejoice” in Latin. It comes from the first word of the
Entrance antiphon on Sunday. The spirit of joy that begins this week comes from the words of Paul, “The Lord is
near.” This joyful spirit is marked by the third candle of our Advent wreath, which is rose colored.

The second part of Advent begins on December 17th each year - this year, it is Friday of the Third Week of
Advent. For the last eight days before Christmas, the plan of the readings changes. The first readings are still
from the prophesies, but now the gospels are from the infancy narratives of Matthew and Luke. We read the
stories of faithful women and men who prepared the way for our salvation. We enter into the story of how Jesus'
life began. These stories are filled with hints of what his life will mean for us. Faith and generosity overcome
impossibility. Poverty and persecution reveal glory.

Preparing our Hearts and asking for Grace
We prepare this week by feeling the joy. We move through this week
feeling a part of the waiting world that rejoices because our longing has
prepared us to believe the reign of God is close at hand. And so we
consciously ask:

Prepare our hearts

and remove the sadness

that hinders us from feeling

the joy and hope

which his presence

will bestow. W CSB
Each day this week, we will continue to go through our everyday life, but Mb&@

we can also experience the difference our faith can bring to it. We can be O%

confident that the grace we ask for will be given us. We will encounter
sin - in our own hearts and in our experience of the sin of the world. We
can pause in those moments, and feel the joy of the words,
“You are to name him Jesus, because he will save his people from their sins.” Matthew 1:21

We may experience the Light shining into dark places of our lives and showing us patterns of sinfulness, and
inviting us to experience God's mercy and healing. Perhaps we wish to celebrate the Sacrament of Reconciliation
this week. We may want to make gestures of reconciliation with a loved one, relative, friend or associate. With
more light and joy, it is easier to say, “I'm sorry; let's begin again.”

Our celebration of the coming of our Savior in history can open us up to experience his coming to us this year, and
prepare us to await his coming in Glory.

Come, Lord Jesus. Come and visit your people.
We await your coming. Come, O Lord.
